Most new Cub Scouts will have to buy a uniform and the  
Council Scout Shops are the ofÞcial distributors of BSA  
uniforms and equipment.

Cub Scouts donÕt require much more than this, but in Scouts 
BSA they will need to acquire personal camping gear for 
their many outings. The Scouts are encouraged to wear their 
uniforms to school on the day of their Scouting meetings. The 
Cub Scouts especially enjoy this, and the uniform serves as 
school clothing one day a week.

This training is available online and in each  
district throughout the year. In order for an adult to remain  
a registered leader in the Boy Scouts of America, Youth  
Protection Training is required every two years.
